1. A.  Call to Order and Introductions:  The meeting was called to order by Chair Laura Ivans at 2:05 p.m.  
B.  Kathy Lorda, Children’s Librarian, Arthur F. Turner Library:  

Kathy gave a brief history of West Sacramento.  There will be a book sale at the library on June 3, 2006 from 9-4 and June 4, 2006 from 10-2.
2. Public Comment: 
· Lanette Reeves, school nurse at Washington Unified, shared that students in the Washington Unified School District receive Vision and Hearing screenings.  The nurses can refer students to needed medical and/or vision care.  
· Nina Park, Little Love Food Program, announced “You can Lean On Me”, a community building event, that will be held on May 20, 2006 from 12:00PM to 5:00PM at Mission Oaks Community Center.  This is an event to encourage healthy eating and good nutrition.

· Donna Elmore, UPK Program Director- UP4WestSac, announced that the 3rd “Preschool for All” Public Forum will be held on May 31, 2006 from 6:30-8:00PM at the West Sacramento Civic Center.

· L. Gladney, Washington Unified School District, announced the Kindergarten Jumpstart program that is being offered through Washington Unified School District.  It is a free 4 week program that is being offered to children that are registered for Kindergarten that have had little or no pre-school experience.  The dates are June 20 – July 19, 2006 from 8:30-11:30AM.
3. Consent Calendar:

4. Child Care in West Sacramento: 

· R. Townsley provided a “West Sacramento Child Care Fast Facts” handout and a West Sacramento Directory of Childcare & Children’s Programs.  R. Townsely noted that West Sacramento is energized and committed to providing quality child care.  

· T. Pozgayova reviewed the programs offered to children by the Washington Unified School District.  The WUSB operates three state subsidized contracts: State Preschool, General Center Childcare and Latchkey.  Recently, a new School Readiness position was re-established in the ECE Programs.

· L. Ivans provided 3 charts for review of the Child Care Grant Program that is provided by City of Davis Child Care Services.  The charts showed countywide subsidy figures, West Sacramento waiting list and subsidy families by need for care.
5. Retreat Planning:   The retreat is scheduled for June 13, 2006 from 9AM-3PM at St. Luke’s Church.  The day will include team building activities, binder update, discussion and planning for “Preschool for All”and blueprint for goals.  
6. CEL:   L. Ivans reported that there will be a centralized eligibility list for the entire county.  The list will create a shared data base.

7. Building Capacity by Blending Funds:  D. Elmore gave details on the capacity to blend funds of Head Start and State Preschool to provide a full day, school year child care program.  She explained that the Collaborative Partners Work Group was developed to guide local program providers that were interested in providing a blended program.  The full day is defined as 6.5 hours per day.  If you need consulting on how to create a Head Start and State Preschool Partnership contact Kim Peck at the Sacramento Employment and Training Agency Head Start.  R. Adams stated that a goal of Yolo County Office of Education for next year was going to be to work with child care providers to create these blended programs and that a community needs assessment will be done to demonstrate the need of Head Start childcare.
8. Community Donation Requests:
	a. Action: Community donation requests:  Two donation requests were received.
· California Early Childhood Mentor Program: request for $100.00 to support the annual 2006 Mentor Director retreat.  The donation request was approved.  MSP (P. Carpenter, C. Lakshmanan, Unanimous)
· Seventeenth Northern California Early Childhood Education Conference request for $100.00 to support the conference that will be held August 7 and 8, 2006.  
b.  Clarification of procedure- all future requests must indicate the number of Yolo County participants.



9. Committee Reports:

Executive:  The executive committee met on April 18, 2006.  They discussed the mailing of packets to child care providers and child care centers for the Week of the Young Child, developed questions and format for the Public Forums and discussed and planned for the June 13, 2006 retreat.  
Needs Assessment:  Not currently meeting.
Educate and Advocate:  Not currently meeting.
Child Care Community Clearinghouse & Collaborative:   The 6 c’s committee just held 2 “Preschool for All” public forums.  The forums were very well organized and the panelists were fantastic.  They will collaborate with Up4West Sac for the upcoming forum on May 31, 2006.

12. Coordinator’s Report:   G. Nadal shared that she attended a PFA learning exchange in Berkeley, CA with Donna Elmore.  This is a work group that meets to share Best Practices around their counties demonstration sites and the process of effective inter-exchange.  She also discussed the CPIN research series on Early Literacy that she is involved with.  C. Flores will attend the meeting with G. Nadal in May.  
G. Nadal reported on the booth activity for Dias de los Ninos.  O. Rodriguez and N. Mack volunteered at the event.  The council also had a booth at the Yolo County Child Development Conference.
A thank you was given to Storybook Cottage for opening their doors to our council members for a tour of their facility on May 9, 2006.

13. Council Member/ Program Updates:
R. Townsley gave a brief report on the Yolo County Child Development Conference.  They had a diverse group with workshops in English, Spanish and Russian.  The conference is growing each year.

C. Lakshmanan taught a workshop on Implementing Values in Preschool at the Child Development Conference.
